Minutes of Emery City Council
March 11, 2024
Emery City Council met in regular session on Monday, March 11, 2024, at the city office. Mayor Andy Erickson called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM with the following Council members present:  Brad Bartscher, Ross Bartscher, Kenny Kayser, Paul Nelson, Ryan Storm, and Clarissa Weber. Also in attendance were Maintenance Supervisor Travis Kampshoff, Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann and Daycare Director Gloria Sullivan. Visitors in attendance were Owen Reitzel and Gene Hanssen.

Agenda – Motion by Weber, seconded by B. Bartscher to approve the agenda as presented. All votes aye. Motion carried.
Minutes – Motion by Storm, seconded by Weber to approve the minutes of the meeting February 12, 2024. All votes aye. Motion carried. 
Public Comment – none
Daycare Report – Sullivan presented her report for the Daycare.
Maintenance Report – Kampshoff gave an update on the Storm Sewer Improvement Project. Easements are being prepared by Fink Law.
Mower Canopy – Kampshoff requested approval to purchase a mower canopy. Motion by Kayser, seconded by B. Bartscher to purchase a canopy for the mower at a cost of $850.00. All votes aye. Motion carried.
Skid Loader – Kampshoff presented three options for replacement of the Skid Steer. Quotes were obtained through Sourcewell Cooperative Purchasing Contracts for a New Holland, Bobcat, and a CAT Skid Steer. Motion by Weber to purchase 2024 New Holland L328 from Titan Machinery at the lower price of $53,200.00 with downpayment of $20,000.00 to be paid out of street equipment budget and the remainder to be financed. Motion by B. Bartscher to purchase 2024 Bobcat. Motion by B. Bartscher failed for lack of a second. Kayser seconded Weber’s motion to purchase 2024 New Holland. Roll Call: B. Bartscher – nay, R. Bartscher – nay, Kayser – aye, Nelson – aye, Storm – aye, Weber – aye. Motion carried. Motion by B. Bartscher, seconded by R. Bartscher to use Security State Bank for financing at 6.5% for 3 years. All votes aye. Motion carried.
Finance Officer Report – Claims and reports were presented by the Finance Officer. Motion by Weber, seconded by B. Bartscher to approve the claims and February reports. All votes aye. Motion carried. Emery Senior Citizen group thank you letter for city budget allocation was read.

LWCF Grant is Open – A discussion was held on the Land & Water Conservation Grant.

Park Swing Set – A discussion was held on purchasing a new park swing set. Dakota Playground gave a price of $6,000.00 for a basic swing set with 2 regular swings, 1 handicap swing and 1 infant swing. B. Bartscher offered $6,000.00 donation from the Emery Alumni Fund to be used for the swing set. Motion by Weber, seconded by Kayser to purchase a swing set from Dakota Playground with the donation from Emery Alumni fund. All votes aye. Motion carried. 
Pool Planning & Hiring – Letters of Interest were presented for Pool Manager/Lifeguards. Motion was made by B. Bartscher to hire the following individuals for the 2024 swim season: Pool Manager - Kerrigan Schultz $500.00/pay period from May 15 – August 15 and $15.00/hr. for hours worked as a lifeguard, Krista Kayser @ $15.00/hr., Camdyn Stoterau @ $12.25/hr., Maizey Strombeck @ $12.00/hr., Tekoa Strombeck @ $12.00/hr., Calvery Bickett @ $12.00/hr., Katrina Thon @ $12.00/hr., Austin Kjetland @ $12.00/hr., Ginny Zorr @ $11.75/hr. all contingent on obtaining current certification.  WSI certified lifeguards will receive $2.00/hr. more for hours teaching swimming lessons. Storm seconded the motion. All votes aye. Motion carried. 
Rubble Site - Weather permitting, the rubble site will be opened every Saturday in April from 9 AM – 5 PM and beginning Saturday, May 2 the rubble site will be open Saturdays from 9 AM – 5 PM and Wednesdays from 3 PM – dusk. A discussion was held on purchasing a portable generator for the rubble site. Motion by R. Bartscher, seconded by Kayser to purchase a portable generator for the rubble site. All votes aye. Motion carried. 
City Wide Cleanup – Weather permitting, April 29 – May 2nd will be city wide cleanup days. This opportunity is only open to Emery residents and only authorized items will be accepted.
Audit 2022 & 2023 – Motion by Weber, seconded by B. Bartscher to approve Schoenfish & Co. of Parkston to complete an audit for the two year period ending December 31, 2023.  All votes aye. Motion carried. 
HR & FO School June 11-13 – The Finance Officer requested approval to attend HR & FO school in Spearfish June 11-13, 2024. Motion by B. Bartscher, seconded by Nelson to allow the Finance Officer to attend HR & FO school. All votes aye. Motion carried. 
No Election – No election is needed. The following petitions were turned in unopposed: Alderman Ward 2 – Brad Bartscher for a two year term; Alderman Ward 3 – Ross Bartscher for a two year term; Mayor – Andy Erickson for a two year term. No petitions were turned in for Ward 1 as Paul Nelson chose not to seek re-election.

Bartscher – aye, Kayser – aye, Nelson – aye, and Weber – aye. Storm – abstained. Motion carried. 
Adjourn – Motion by Storm, seconded by Nelson to adjourn at 10:13 PM. All votes aye. Motion carried.
