Minutes of Emery City Council
Emery City Council met in regular session on Monday, November 14, 2022, at the city office. Mayor Andy Erickson called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM with the following Alderman present:  Brad Bartscher, Kenny Kayser, Paul Nelson, Ryan Storm, and Clarissa Weber.
